Course objectives: 

· To empower students to successfully make and carry out a pension and investment plan for their financial future;

· Provide knowledge about pension system, personal finance, financial markets and institutions;

· To develop the critical-thinking and problem-solving skills necessary to respond to challenging situations in personal finance and students future careers;

· To organize students’ thinking then examines the models as real-world scenarios in a personal finance from a practitioner’s perspective.

Grading policy: 

Three case studies. The more case studies you make the higher grade you will receive. Case study you may do it on your own or in group of two people. Case study should be presented during the classes.
CS1: Pension system in your home country. Prepare presentation about pension system in your home country: eligibility criteria, financing criteria, retirement benefits, mandatory/voluntary plans, tax incentives, replacement rate.

CS2: Pension plan. Prepare presentation about pension plan you decided to pick up. You may save either 100 and 500 monthly. You may start to save either at age 25 and 45. Altogether four scenarios. Pick up adequate investment return. At what age you retire? How much money will you have when retire regarding the different scenario?
CS3. Investment plan. Prepare presentation about investment plan you decided to pick up. You may save either 100 000 and 500 000. You may invest either for six months and six years. Altogether four scenarios. What instrument are you going to buy? What risk is involved?  How much money will you earn regarding the different scenario?
